2. Descripcién y objetivos de la materia

The course content is designed to give the student a background to understand the fraditions, the values and thus the societies in East
and Southeast Asia.

This infroductory course uses an interdisciplinary approach to studying modern East and Southeast Asia. The course content is designed
fo give the student a solid background to understand Asia critically. In some cases we will explore history, in others the arts, in some
cases politics, efc. The course is designed o run in parallel - country and themed based - by week. We will use lots of fim either as
critique or to get a sense of the complexity of Asia.
